Course description: This course is an ADVANCED third-year college-level French course designed for students who have already taken two years of French (French 101, 102, 201 and 202) or equivalent courses. Taught entirely in French, this course relies on students’ independent work and commitment, as it is covers material in three separate spheres: narrative text, phonetics and grammar. This is the last grammar-oriented French class and students are expected to conclude it mastering all aspects of French grammar, able to read literary texts and maintain a basic conversation. 
Exams: Your homework is your exam, and it is a difficult one. The good news is: if you complete all your grammar homework, your French preparation is complete. 
Narrative component: we will be approaching complex and authentic French literary texts, mostly short stories. All stories must be translated beforehand.

Oral component: The course emphasizes mastery of advanced oral skills such the ability to understand, narrate a story, ask questions and answer them. 

Book report: each student must choose and read an entire book in French of minimum 150-200 pages. The book reports will be presented at the end of the semester in a 5 minutes presentation in class. A written composition based on this presentation should follow. 

The main learning outcome of the course is students’ preparedness to function with the target-language setting/society, preparing them for a prolonged stay abroad.
