Course description: French 202 is a second-year college-level French course designed for students who have taken one year of French (French 101 and 102), French 201 or have taken equivalent courses in high school. If you have any questions regarding your placement in this course, please contact me. French 202 gives students a solid foundation in thematic vocabulary, grammar and communication skills, with emphasis on grammar and listening comprehension. 

Films are used as the basis for conversation and for improving oral comprehension.

In order to fully benefit from the French program students should attend the French Club, where they have ample opportunities to practice French conversation with native speakers. The French club is the focal point of the program. It meets every Monday 7-9 pm at the Language Lab in Gruening 609. 
This class will be conducted entirely in French. 

Tutors are available in the Language Lab. Their schedule will be announced in class. 
Attendance: Students may miss up to three classes during the semester without an excuse. Do not explain to me why you missed these three classes, I do not want to know. Excused absences include serious illness, family crisis or university sponsored non-social activities. Excused absences must be documented. I will be taking attendance daily and once your absences become frequent they will drastically affect your participation grade. 

Homework: Homework must be handed in on the date of chapter exam or the day after (which is usually Monday) ( no exceptions. All due dates will be clearly announced in class. Missed or late work will not be accepted except in case of an excused absence.
